ADVICE TO THE OFFICIAL SOLICITOR ON THE MERITS OF AN APPEAL BY THE HUSBAND FOR PUBLIC FUNDING PURPOSES  
The most up-to- date assessment of the of the husband is that of Dr Joseph Tony who, on 30 June 2005, completed a “Certificate of Mental Capacity to Manage Property and Affairs”, based on an examination some nine days earlier. He concluded that the husband continues to be incapable of managing and administering his affairs by reason of mental disorder.  This is the continuation of earlier such findings by Dr Royds and others of 2004. 
In summary Dr Tony found that the husband is still suffering from a hypomanic disorder, and was and would be incapable of discussion with the Official Solicitor or any solicitor instructed by him, because he is unable to retain any information and advice offered to him.
